Hon’ble Mr. Justice Sujit Narayan Prasad said 
that since most of the cases of coal excavation and land acquisition were found in Dhanbad 
in which people were not getting compensation on time, and therefore, Dhanbad was chosen 
for this special event. His lordship suggested the district administration and officials of all PSU 
companies to resolve the compensation related disputes within thirty days so that people can 
get proper benefits and may be saved from stumbling from door to door.

Under the aegis of JHALSA, a joint campaign of Vatsalya Project was conducted by DLSA 
Dhanbad in various places of the district in search of such children trapped in the clutches 
of drugs addiction so that they may be brought back and connected with mainstream. With 
the initiatives of DLSA Dhanbad many awareness campaign is being run throughout the local 
places of district Dhanbad along with street plays at the various intersections to spread more 
awareness among children. During the campaign, some children were seen in an intoxicated 
state near Dhanbad Railway station.

The Para Legal Volunteer also helped to provide compensation of Rs. 50,000/- to the girl child 
from the office of Labour Superintendent. Later, she was admitted in Kastoorba Gandhi Balika 
Uchha Vidyalaya, Pirtand.

The PLV 
assisted the victim for applying for victim compensation.

2.	 The victim and her sister were shifted to Sakhi One Stop Center for protection.

3.	 As the victim had to appear in her 10th Class Examination, she was safely sent to Surguja 
Chhattisgarh with police constable and staff of Sakho one stop center. DLSA Secretary and 
Superintendent of Police Surguja (Chhattisgarh) were informed about the information by 
DLSA Palamau.

4.	 An amount of Rs. 2,50,000/- was given as interim compensation to the victim on 8.3.24. 
The amount was deposited in her Bank Account.

Apart from above the victim was also provided with Dry Ration, Cloths and other articles 
amounting to Rs. 15,000/- from COST fund by DLSA Palamau.
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SUCCESS STORY OF GANG RAPE CASE OF  
GODDA DISTRICT

District Legal Services Authority, Godda took Cognizance on the incident of Gang Rape of a 
minor Girl that took place on 10.07.2024. The victim was  residing in a Girls Hostel situated in 
Shantinagar, Godda and a student of intermediate. On the instructions of Sri Rajesh Kumar Vaish, 
PDJ-cum-Chairman, District Legal Services Authority, Godda a team was constituted under the 
supervision of Pradeep Kumar, Secretary, District Legal Services Authority, Godda comprising 
of LADCs(Nyaya Mitra) and Para Legal Volunteers(Adhikar Mitra). The team members visited 
the victim and her family and inquired the entire matter and got the application for legal Aid 
and Victim Compensation from the Victim. The Secretary, DLSA, Godda further enquired about 
the matter from Superintendent of Police, Godda and instructed the concerned police Officer 
to take necessary steps for arresting all the three accused immediately. The victim was paid an 
interim victim compensation of Rs. 2,00,000  for her welfare by DLSA, Godda under the Victim 
Compensation Scheme.
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IMMEDIATE RELIEF TO THE VICTIM OF DIAN-BISAHI

Taking cognizance of news regarding Dayan Bisahi incident in Angara Block dated 30.05.2024 
of Ranchi district, Hon'ble Mr. Justice Sujit Narayan Prasad, Judge, High Court of Jharkhand and 
Executive Chairman, JHALSA, Ranchi ordered the District Legal Services Authority, Ranchi to 
immediately meet the family of the deceased Baleshwar Oraon and provide necessary legal 
assistance.

In compliance of the directions of the learned Judicial Commissioner-cum-Chairman DLSA, 
Ranchi the Secretary, DLSA, Ranchi immediately formed a team of legal services personnel and 
set forth to provide legal assistance to the victim's family. The team members including Dulari 
Kumari, Panel Advocate, PLV Baby Sinha and Tara Minj met the victim's family and informed them 
about the free legal aid provided by DALSA. The District Legal Services Authority. Advocate Dulari 
Kumari has been appointed as the free of cost legal aid counsel for appearing in their case. 

Sanichariya Devi, the injured wife of the deceased Baleshwar Oraon has been assisted during 
proper treatment at Ranchi Sadar Hospital and her Ayushman card was also made from Sadar 
Hospital under Ayushman Bharat Health Scheme. 

The process of compensation for the victim was taken forward by DALSA, Ranchi under the 
Jharkhand Victim Compensation Scheme. Further, as per the instructions of the Honorable 
Executive Chairman, JHALSA, the DLSA Secretary himself met the victim's family and provided a 
cheque of Rs 10,000 (Rs. Ten Thousand only) to the deceased's family as interim compensation.

Apart from this, under the welfare scheme of the government, the process of widow pension 
for the wife of the deceased and job cards for the three sons was also taken forwarded for 
sanctioning of the same. The BDO of Angara Block, Shri Jaipal Soye, who was present on the 
spot, assured employment to the three sons of the deceased under MNREGA Scheme.

In the context of this incident, a legal awareness programme was also organized among the 
villagers in Jarga village, Village- Tetri Toli of Angara Block under the guidance of Secretary, 
DLSA, Ranchi. Many local authorities including Block Development Officer, Angara, Police 
Station In-charge, Panel Advocate, Dulari Kumari, Village Mukhiya-Christina, PLV-Baby Sinha 
were present during the programme. During the awareness programme the Secretary, DLSA, 
Ranchi said that witch hunting is a superstition, there is a provision of punishment for it in the 
law. Do not harass anyone in the name of witch hunting, it is a serious crime, which DLSA is 
moving forward to end by running awareness programs from time to time.

Block Development Officer, Jaipal Soye said that such incidents are reprehensible. People 
are harassed in the name of witch hunting, which is completely wrong. DLSA always creates 
awareness on this subject through various programs, which is commendable. Angara Police 
Station Incharge said on the spot that we are alert to ensure that such incidents do not recur 
and strict action will be taken under the law against those involved in such crimes.
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COMPENSATION AND MEDICAL AID TO VICTIM GIRL

Taking legal services measures for providing necessary legal aid and legal assistance to the 
victim girl who was allegedly gang-raped on 18th June, 2024 in Ormanjhi area of Ranchi, 
DLSA, Ranchi constituted a team of legal services personnel and set them forth to provide the 
necessary legal aid. 

As per the news published in the newspaper (Prabhat Khabar) dated 22.06.2024, the victim 
girl, who is about 12 years old. She lived in Shade of Vikas Bazar with her mother and they lived 
on begging. As per the CCTV footage she was picked up in a car and allegedly dropped nearby 
after committing rape on her. 

Taking cognizance of the news about this incident of gang-rape, Hon’ble Mr. Justice Sujit Narayan 
Prasad, Executive Chairman, JHALSA directed DLSA, Ranchi to take measures for providing legal 
aid by meeting immediately with the family members of the victim girl. 

In compliance of the directions of Hon’ble the Executive Chairman, JHALSA, the Judicial 
Commissioner-cum-Chairman, DLSA, Ranchi, Sri Diwakar Pandey, directed the Secretary DLSA, 
Ranchi, to provide all possible help and legal assistance to the surviving family members of the 
deceased girl.

Acting upon the instruction of the J.C.-cum Chairman, DLSA, Ranchi, a team of legal services 
personnel including two PLVs namely Shampa Das and Anita Devi got constituted immediately 
by The Secretary, DLSA, Ranchi. The Secretary directed this team to reach the victims’ house 
inquire into the matter and provide them all the necessary legal assistance.

The PLVs having met with the victim and her mother inquired about the incident and informed 
them about legal services and free of cost legal aid that they are entitled to and assured them 
of all possible help available under the law and appropriate provisions. The PLVs have also 
given them information about the process of getting compensation under the Jharkhand Victim 
Compensation Scheme. 

The Victim girl has been admitted to RIMS for proper treatment and rehabilitation. The Secretary, 
DLSA, Ranchi has met with the victim and directed the officials at RIMS to take proper care of 
the Victim girl. 

The process to provide compensation to the victims under the Jharkhand Victim Compensation 
Scheme has also been set forth by the Secretary, DLSA, Ranchi. An application to such effect has 
been obtained from the victims and the process of granting compensation under Jharkhand 
Victim Compensation Scheme 2019 is underway. As per the instructions of the Honorable 
Executive Chairman, JHALSA, the DLSA Secretary himself met with the victim and her mother 
and handed over a cheque of Rs. 20,000 out of the cost fund as interim compensation to the 
victim's mother. 
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The Secretary, DLSA, Ranchi also enquired about the case from the PS Incharge, Ormanjhi, who 
apprised him that an FIR, bearing Ormanjhi PS case No.-82/2024 has been registered under 
section(s)-366A, 376(D)(A)IPC and Sec. 4/6 of POCSO Act. Victim girl’s mother is the informant 
of the case.  The investigation is underway. 

PLVs Shampa Das and Anita Devi have shared their contact no. with the deceased’s family 
members and assured them of every possible legal assistance during court proceedings. 
Advocate Ms. Mamta Srivastava has been nominated as a pro-bono advocate who will 
represent the victims during the legal proceeding in this matter, whose contact no. has also 
been shared with the victim’s family. The team of DLSA will continue to provide all possible 
help legal assistance to the surviving family members of the deceased victim.
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DLSA, RANCHI TO RUN EDUCATION DRIVE THROUGH 
NIOS AND IGNOU FOR THE INMATES OF BMC JAIL, 

HOTWAR, RANCHI

The District Legal Services Authority (DLSA), Ranchi in association with The National Institute 
of Open Schooling (NIOS) and Indira Gandhi National Open University (IGNOU) has launched a 
drive to educate the 72 of the inmates lodged at the Birsa Munda Central Jail, Ranchi.

During the drive, a total of 46 inmates have enrolled in Class X and 13 inmates in Class XI under 
NIOS, while 13 inmates have registered for graduation courses under IGNOU. The inmates 
enrolled in Class X can appear for board exams in April, 2025.

Consequent upon proper coordination of DLSA, Ranchi, both IGNOU and NIOS have set up 
study centres on the jail premises. Also, a month-long computer literacy programme has been 
launched, supported by 28 computes installed in the facility.

The enrollment drive was held during DLSA’s two-day legal awareness programme that ended 
recently. It was organized under the direction of Hon’ble Mr. Justice Sujit Narayan Prasad, 
Judge, High Court of Jharkhand and Executive Chairman, JHALSA, Ranchi. 

NIOS regional director Rajeev Prasad said education would better the employment opportunities 
for the inmates post release.

Senior regional director of IGNOU, Subhkant Mohanty, told the inmates about the undergraduate 
and postgraduate courses being offered by the varsity.

Stressing upon the importance of prisoners’ right to education, the Secretary, DLSA, Ranchi-Sri 
Kamlesh Behra announced that drive for student identification and enrollment would be held 
at regular intervals on the jail premises.
